DIVINE SERVICE

Part 11 of a Series

In our on-going look at the liturgical heritage with which we have been so graciously gifted, we turn
now to the Preface.

As the Service of Holy Communion began in the ancient church catechumens (those who were
preparing for Baptism and Communion), along with all visitors, would be dismissed. The word “Mass”
comes from this dismissal. Only those who had been instructed in Christian teaching were to remain
behind to witness the celebration of Holy Communion and to receive Christ’s Holy Body and Blood in the
Sacrament. This is “closed communion” as originally practiced. It is now our custom to allow and even
encourage those who are not receiving Communion to witness this portion of the service, but only those
who have been instructed in the Christian faith and examined by the pastor should go up to receive Holy
Communion. Like a powerful medicine it is to be taken only by those whose malady has been diagnosed
and explained to them.

PREFACE

The Preface is a dialogue between the presiding minister and the people. He calls on them to give
thanks (in Greek Eucharist) as we recall Christ's work of Salvation and anticipate receiving its benefits in
Holy Communion. The Proper Preface is specific to the Sunday or Festival of the Day.

A Note about the “Fraction”

In ancient Israel, when a family gathered around the table for a meal, the father customarily broke the
bread and distributed it. Accompanied by praying and singing, the breaking of bread was understood as
an act of fellowship in addition to its utilitarian purpose of sharing a large loaf among a family or group.
Jesus followed this custom at the Last Supper, as in other meals (cf. Mark 6:41).

In the early church the Eucharist was celebrated in the context of a fellowship meal in which the local
Christian community participated. The fellowship meal itself was known as "the breaking of bread" (Acts
2:42; 20:7) and included a ritualized breaking and distribution of bread, as in Jewish practice.

As the church grew, the Eucharist ceased to be celebrated in the context of a fellowship meal. In, the
6th century Pope Gregory | (the Great) placed the fraction after the Lord's Prayer. At this time it was done
purely for a practical purpose: so that pieces from large hosts might be broken for distribution to
communicants. About the 11" or 12" centuries, small individual hosts were introduced and the fraction
lost its practical purpose. Nevertheless, it was retained for symbolic reasons, as a reminder that in the
Eucharist the one Christ is distributed to many and as a reminder of the breaking of Jesus' body on the
Cross.

Today many Lutheran pastors still break the bread (1) as a sign of the communion (sharing) in Christ's
True Body and Blood (cf. 1 Cor. 10:17); (2) in a renewed understanding that it is part of the command
"This Do" in the words of institution, and (3) where large hosts or other breads are used, for the sake of
utilitarian necessity. In our service the fraction takes place during the Agnus Dei, as the pastor prepares to
commune those who will assist in the distribution.

Next month we’ll continue with a discussion of the Sanctus.

Driving Safety for Older Adults
For most Americans the automobile represents independence, control and mobility. We
couldn't wait to get our first driver's license and access to the family car when we were teenagers and
we'd like to keep driving as long as possible. But the normal changes of aging can make driving more
challenging. Impediments to safe driving include:
» Hearing loss
= Vision problems

» Decreased reaction time

=  Memory loss

» Limited manual dexterity

» Loss of depth perception and peripheral vision
Older adults and their families should assess driving ability periodically, both to determine ways of
improving driving skills, and to evaluate whether the individual is still capable of safely operating a
motor vehicle.

PARKING

Make Changes for Safer Driving
There are several good ways seniors can improve driving skills and extend safe driving capability:
insurance companies and senior groups.
=  When filling any prescriptions, ask the doctor or pharmacist if the medications SENIUR
» Have regular eye examinations.
= Make modifications to the vehicle itself for enhanced driving safety. For CITIZEN
back-up warning buzzer; steering wheel grips and pedal adjustments.
= |f the car is large and difficult to maneuver, consider trading it for a smaller
* Avoid the most challenging driving situations. If night vision has diminished, schedule car trips
during daylight hours. Avoid busy highways and rush hour.
There may come a point when the changes of aging make it difficult and risky to keep driving. Some
older drivers become increasingly nervous about their driving ability and consequently become less
and then quit driving abruptly, without having made plans for that they will do without the car. Others
are in denial, refusing to face up to limitations until family members or the department of licensing step
The first thing to do when considering becoming a non-driver is to add up all the costs of owning and
maintaining a car. Car payments, insurance, repairs, gas, parking fees, all these should go into your
alternative transportation. Once you've calculated your “transportation allowance” begin to investigate
the alternatives:

= Take a refresher driving course for seniors, such as the “55 Alive Class” which is offered through
have any potential side effects that could hinder the ability to drive.
