Bicycle Safety-June 2010

From Your Parish Nurse, Mary Howden

Every year nearly 1000 people die in bicycle accide nts in the US and 62%
of the deaths are caused by head injuries. Almost half of those killed

are under the age of 15. In addition 50,000 childr en suffer non-fatal
head injuries in bike accidents, many of whom end u p with long term
neurological problems.

The use if bicycle helmets reduce the risk of head injuries by as much as
85% and the risk of brain injuries by almost 90%. Sadly only 15% of
children cyclists and 18% of all bicyclists wear he Imets. Most people
think that helmets are needed only on busy streets and highways, but less
than 25% of non-fatal head injuries are caused by m otor vehicles. Falls
and collisions with objects or other cyclists are t he most common dangers,
and they can happen right in your driveway.

It is most important that the helmet fits properly or it won’t do any
good. First, wear the helmet straight across the h ead practically
covering the forehead, leaving less than an inch ab ove the eyebrows. Make
sure it fits snugly and doesn’t wobble back and for th or side to side.

The chinstrap should fit snugly but comfortable. M ake sure your child
uses the chinstrap-the helmet is no good without it

When riding a motorcycle or moped, a helmet should also be worn. Mopeds
offer no real protection to their riders. Inthe e vent of a crash or a
spill, even at a relatively slow operating speed of mopeds, head injury is
common. Even though moped riders are not required to wear a helmet by
law, it is the best protection against a head injur y in the event of
mishap.

Here are some ideas from kids to get kids to wear a helmet:

Use one yourself
Make helmets cool looking
Make sure it is comfortable

Get someone your kids admire to tell them to wear o ne
Show kids that injuries can happen without a helmet
Start kids wearing a helmet when they start riding two wheelers

Make it a rule
Let's have a safe and restful summer and prevent in juries from happening.
