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Pipe Organ News Update  
 

About a year ago the Board of Worship started looking into what it would cost to do a 
midlife makeover on our pipe organ.  We had a range of bids of what maintenance each 
man thought we should have.  They ranged from $10,000 dollars to the scariest of $30 – 
$50 thousand dollars.  I‘ve got to admit, I’ve seen a lot more of the inside or our organ 
than I ever thought I would. 

 
I talked with a lot different organists and directors and with their recommendations; we contacted the Wahl 
Organ builders of Appleton.  They have agreed to service our organ and make the needed repairs as they 
surface. Their philosophy is: “If it’s working, maintain it – don’t rebuild for the sake of rebuilding”.   A more 
sensible approach than the “rebuild everything” proposal one gentleman had. 

 
The men who will be doing the work are Christoph & Ron Wahl, of Wahl Organ Builders in Appleton.  The 
Wahl’s feel it is their duty to maintain the pipe organs of the community.  Their business is actually building 
organs from scratch.  When we toured their shop they gave us a test pipe Ron had made for a $160,000 home 
organ they just installed.  The pipe is tuned for a B principal.  

 
Our organ has been valued at over $200,000 by more than one repairman.  Because of this value, we thought it 
practical to take out a contract with the Wahl’s for yearly maintenance to ensure proper upkeep.  Christoph 
Wahl assured me the Bellow re-leathering, which will require rewiring the organ to code, should be many years 
down the road.  But that will be the $10,000 we were originally shooting for. 

 
We started the fundraising drive after the first of the year and your generous support has shown us how much 
you care.  We have raised over $5000 since March. WOW!  You amazed all of us! Thank you to the many who 
have contributed to the Adopt a Pipe promotion, the soup sale and the other fundraisers past & upcoming. Fund 
raising will continue and a couple of the profitable fundraisers will be repeated so we can cover future, deeper 
& more expensive maintenance issues.  Your contributions need to continue to the organ maintenance fund so 
we won’t have to go thru this panic mode again. 

 
Thanks to your love for our historic instrument we will be able to cover a lot of the more extensive maintenance 
that we need immediately and be able to maintain a continuous contract for its upkeep.
