BETWEEN YESTERDAY AND TOMORROW

Hopes for the Future

No one knows what the future holds save God Himself. As | sit down to write this, our Sunday school /
Youth Visioning Event is but a few hours away. | don’t know who will attend. | don’t know how things will
proceed. I've planned well, | believe, but we all know what can happen to even the best laid plans.

The thing is, there’s so much at stake with this. The future of our congregation is on the line. 1 truly
believe this. I'm afraid that there may be a lot of finger-pointing. “If only so-and-so had done this or that
better.” “If only they had listened to my ideas, things would be different.” “If only we did things like such-
and-such does them, our program would look more like theirs.”

The truth of the matter is that’s all probably correct. Leaders can always do better. Things would be
different if they were done your way. There’s always a program better than the one we have. But it’s far too
easy to hang the blame on one individual or another. It’s far too tempting to fantasize about what would
have happened if things were done “my way.” It’s far too simplistic to look at a program elsewhere &
presume that what works in one place will necessarily work in another.

Most of all, it is not nearly too difficult a task to live in the land of “what if” - to revel in past glories, to
bellyache without offering any solutions, to sit on the sidelines & criticize those in the game, to have the
mind-set that “it’s not my responsibility, therefore, it’s not my problem.” But you what? If you’re a member
of this congregation it is your problem, because you do share in the responsibility. The Sunday school &
Youth programs belong to all of us, not just to a select few who have answered the call of God to do their part
in communicating the love of God in Christ Jesus to the children of our church & community. Lest you think
religious education is the only thing on my mind, let me remind you of our rapidly evaporating Revitalize
effort.

Am | the only one who remembers that marathon meeting a scant 15 months ago wherein a rather highly
motivated group of individuals rose to commit themselves to the ongoing financial concerns of our church
and school? | know I’m not the only one whao’s noticed that some of those individuals disappeared before the
start of the last school year and that others have dropped off the map along the way. Shall | name names?
Where are you people?

| know what part of the problem is. It’s like a man who learns that his wife is on the verge of leaving
him. In a panic he begins to do all the things she has been begging him to do. He becomes the most
attentive husband, opening doors for her, rubbing her feet at the end of the day, seeing to all the chores he’s
promised to “get around to” over the years. His wife begins to think that she’s finally gotten through to him,
so all the talk of leaving fades away. Then, feeling more comfortable & secure, he gradually regresses to his
old habits, believing that the crisis has passed. What a shock when the divorce papers arrive!

You see, the crisis was never really gone. It’s not as simple as doing all the right things only for awhile.
Those who wish to lose weight are told that going on a diet for a time is not the answer. Long term lifestyle
changes are required, or else the weight all comes back when the dieter goes back to eating the way he did
before. Those who are prescribed antidepressants often think they can stop taking them once they “feel
better.” It’s a challenge to get them to understand that this is something they must continue for the rest of
their lives, & that they “feel better” because they are taking their medication.

My friends, to a large degree the “medication” for our financial crisis was the flurry of activity generated
by the Revitalize effort. That medicine treated much more than our sagging cash flow. The positive “vibe”
produced by those efforts fueled a great sense of excitement & joy among our members & in our surrounding
neighborhood. But it seems that once we achieved our short term goal the crisis was perceived to be over.
Well, it’s not over. Like the husband mentioned above, we may be in for a shock if we think that we can
simply go back to “life as usual,” for the old problems will return. | fear, in fact, that they are already at the
door.



Proverbs 6:10-11 says - “A little sleep, a little slumber, a little folding of the hands to rest, & poverty will
come upon you like a robber, & want like an armed man.” Are we never supposed to rest? No, that’s not
what it means. The Lord is warning us against resting on our laurels, thinking that we can go on living on the
successes of the past. Today is a new day with new concerns. We need to attend to them lest we lose all that
we cherish in the end. There is much yet to do. We need your help. Please don’t neglect your
commitments. Please don’t think you can afford to pull back because “the problem is solved.” We still need
you. The Lord has more He wants to do here. And He wants you to share in the joy of His
accomplishments. You can’t really do that unless you’re involved.

So, on to the Sunday school / Youth Visioning Event. May God grant that we work positively together
toward our common goal, not tearing one another down, but building each other up in love. Will we be able
to do this? By the time you read this we will know.

Get the Facts About H1N1 Influenza (Swine Flu)
By Mary Howden, Parish Nurse

Novel h1N1 is a new influenza virus that is spreading from person-to-person.
The US government has declared a public health emergency in the U.S. in
response to the outbreak. CDC'’s response goals are to: reduce transmission
& illness severity, provide information to help health care providers, public health officials & the public
address the challenges pose by this emergency.

Signs & symptoms of H1N1 are: fever, cough, sore throat, runny or stuffy nose, body aches, headache,
chills, fatigue, some vomiting, and diarrhea have also been reported.

How does the virus spread: Primarily through respiratory droplets-coughing, sneezing, touching
respiratory droplets on yourself, another person or object, then touching mucus membranes (mouth
nose, eyes) without washing hands.

Can you get the virus from eating pork? NO, the novel HIN1 influenza virus is not spread by food.
You cannot get novel HIN1 from eating pork or pork products. Eating properly handles & cooked
pork products is safe.

What can | do to protect myself? There is no vaccine right now to protect against the HIN1 virus.
However, every day actions can help prevent the spread of germs that cause illnesses. Wash your
hands often with soap & warm water, especially after you cough or sneeze. Cover your nose & mouth
with a tissue when coughing or sneezing. Avoid touching your eyes, nose or mouth (germs spread
this way). Avoid contact with sick people.

If you get sick........ stay home for 7 days if your symptoms begin or until you are symptom-free for 24
hours. If you are sick limit your contact with other people as much as possible. Watch for emergency
warning signs-you should seek immediate medical care.

Emergency warning signs-seek immediate medical care: In adults-difficulty breathing or shortness of
breath, pain or pressure in the chest or abdomen, sudden dizziness, confusion, severe or persistent
vomiting, flu-like symptoms improve but then return with fever & worse cough. In children-fast
breathing or trouble breathing, bluish or gray skin color, not drinking enough fluids, severe or
persistent vomiting, not waking up or interacting, irritable, flu-like symptoms improve but then return
with fever& worse cough.

What is the CDC (Centers for Disease Control) doing? The CDC is working '..
closely with state & local officials nationwide, teams are deployed & many ( ‘

other activities & studies are underway or are being planned. The CDC is -,
coordinating closely with the World Health Organization & other ""n-?:

international partners. SAFER-HEALTHIER: PEOPLE™

The CDC anticipates that there will be more cases, more hospitalizations & more deaths associated
with this new virus in the coming days & weeks because the population has little to no immunity
against it.

We must all work together to limit & control the transmission of novel HIN1 influenza. For more
information visit www.cdc.gov/h1niflu/ or contact your state, local or county health officials.
